Handwashing: Children are asked to wash their hands when they come to 
school and regularly throughout the schools day. 

Water bottles: Children may bring a water bottle to school. They will take it 
home to be washed and refilled daily. 

 

Learning

Homework – your child will be given spellings every Monday and will be tested 
on these the following week. Please practice these at home with your child. 

How you can help - Please bring a named water bottle and coat every day to 
school. Please label all items of clothing, including your child’s uniform and PE 
kit.
