	Question: What gifts might Christians in my town have given Jesus if he had been born here rather than in Bethlehem?

Knowledge:
Mary was chosen by God to be the mother of his son Jesus. God sent angel Gabriel to ask this of her. 
Jesus was born in Bethlehem.
This is the Christian concept of ‘incarnation’: God becoming man or being “made flesh”.
The sky in the sky symbolises Jesus’ importance and how he could be a light for the other nations.

	Question: Who is God to Muslims?

Knowledge:
Muslims believe that Allah is perfect. He is the one who made human beings, the one who watches them in life and who decides when life is over.
Allah is the most important thing in a Muslim’s life. For this reason, Muslims do things every day to make sure they remember Allah (e.g. praying 5 times a day). Muslims build their day around Allah rather than fit him into their lives. Allah comes first.

Vocabulary: Allah, Muhammad, Makkah, Saudi Arabia, Qu’ran. 

← Nur and Rec Su1 mentions The Holy Book of Islam. 
→ Y1 Su1 explores The Prophet Muhammad. Y1 Su2 explores the Qu’ran. Y4 Sp1 explores praying to Allah. 
	Question: Why was Jesus welcomed like a king or celebrity by the crowds on Palm Sunday? 

Knowledge:
Palm Sunday is the day when Jesus rode into Jerusalem and his sacrifice was commended. 
Christian concept of Salvation: the saving of mankind from permanent separation from God by death and resurrection of Jesus. 
Trinity (the relationship between God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit).

Vocabulary: salvation, Palm Sunday, disciples. 

← Y1 A2 discussed Jesus’ birth and how important he is in Christianity. Considered how he is a king and a God.
→ Considering how Jesus used the Old Testament’s 10 Commandments to create two commandments and taught people how to live their life. 














	Question: How important is the prophet Muhammad to Muslims?

Knowledge:
The Prophet Muhammad was a key person for Muslims. He was born and raised in Makkah, Saudi Arabia and was chosen by Allah to be his messenger.
The words Allah gave to Muhammad were later written down in the Qu’ran.
Muhammad is special to Muslims, but not as special as Allah. Allah is God and only Allah should be worshipped.
 Muhammad is remembered as a good man who worked hard. He as honest and listened to Allah. 

Vocabulary: Allah, Muhammad, Makkah, Saudi Arabia, Qu’ran

← Refer back to the importance of Allah from Y1 Sp1. Nothing is more important to Muslims. 
→ Y1 Su2 explores the Qu’ran and its importance to Muslims and Islam.
	Question: How important is the Qur'an to Muslims?

Knowledge:
The Qur’an is the holy book for Muslims. It is believed to be the words of Allah to The Prophet Muhammad, spoken in Arabic (the language chosen by Allah). 
Many Muslims take lessons in how to speak Arabic, including children. These classes are often taught in the Mosque, the Muslim place of worship.
Muslims believe the Qur’an gives information on how to live life the way Allah would want. 
The Qu’ran is treated with great care in the following ways…
· Being put on a stand when used, so it is not touched too much.
· When it is not being used it is wrapped in a clean cloth.
· When not being read it should be the highest book in the room.
· Never being placed on the floor.
· Hands are washed before it is touched.

← Y1 A1 explores Allah and his importance in Islam. Y1 Su1 explores The Prophet Muhammad.

	Question: Is it possible to be kind to everyone all of the time?

Knowledge:
The learning is based on Jesus summing up the 10 Commandments from the Old Testament into two commandments. 
Jesus teaches Christians that they should try to be kind to everyone all the time, even when it is difficult.
Jesus gave examples of parables and acted in a way to help people around him understand this. 

Vocabulary: kindness, forgiveness, Samaritan, Parables.

← Y1 Sp2 considers what Jesus did for his people and how he was a kind person. 
→ Considering how important Jesus was to God and the world. Y5 Su2 further explores the 10 Commandments and Jesus’ commandments.
	Question: Why do Christians believe God gave Jesus to the world?

Knowledge:
God became incarnate at Christmas and bought God’s love for the world to earth in human form. 
Salvation: the saving of mankind from permanent separation from God by death and resurrection of Jesus. 
Trinity (the relationship between God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit).
Agape (also called charity): universal love, such as love for strangers, nature or God. 

Vocabulary: Agape, Trinity, Incarnation.

← Considering kindness and how Jesus was kind to his people. Y1 A2 considers incarnation. Y1 A1 introduces Agape.
→ Jesus’ resurrection. Stories of this within the New Testament. 
	Question: Who is God to the Jews?

Knowledge:
Abraham is considered the founder of Judaism.
Jews believe there is only one God and God created the world.
The Synagogue is a place of worship for Jewish people.
A Rabbi is a Jewish teacher and spiritual leader.
One of the Jewish Holy Texts is called the Torah. The Ten Commandments are a set of rules found in the Torah and were given to Moses. The 10 Commandments tell Jews how to live their lives in a way that pleases God. They are... 
1. Love God more than anything else and worship him only
2. Do not make images or idols to worship
3. Always use God’s name with respect
4. Remember God's Sabbath is a special holy day
5. Love and respect your parents
6. Never hurt anyone
7. Always be faithful in marriage to your husband or wife
8. Do not take anything that is not your own
9. Always tell the truth
10. Do not be jealous of what others have

Vocabulary: Abraham, Idol, Covenant, Torah, 10 Commandments, Star of David. 

← Rec A1 introduced Moses and Rec Su2 explored Synagogues. 
→ Y2 Su2 explores Shabbat (day of rest).
	Question: How important is it to Christians that Jesus came back to life after his crucifixion?

Knowledge:
Christians believe Jesus was put to death on a cross and remember this event on Good Friday. They believe after he died, he was put into a tomb with a stone rolled across the doorway.
On Easter Sunday, visitors to the tomb found it empty. 
Mary saw Jesus in the gardens, demonstrating that he had risen from the dead. 
The disciples later wrote about these events in the New Testament. 

Vocabulary: resurrection, salvation, disciples, New Testament. 

← Jesus was a gift to the world and is the saviour (Y1 A2 and Y2 A2). 
→ Y3 Sp2 considers the Easter story and how it offered Christians an opportunity to open God for eternity. 
	Question: Is Shabbat important to Jewish children?

Knowledge:
Shabbat/Sabbath – the day of rest in the Jewish religion.
The Jewish Holy books (Tenakh) contain core beliefs and stories including the Creation Story in which God creates the world in six days and rests on the seventh – the Sabbath. As the Jewish weeks start on a Sunday, Saturday is the 7th day and considered the day of rest (Shabbat).
The fourth of the 10 Commandments is to ‘Honour the Sabbath’.
Shabbat/Sabbath is celebrated both in the home and the synagogue and the main requirement is that no work should be attempted from sunset on Friday until sunset on Saturday.
The start of Shabbat is marked with a special meal and ceremony in the home.
When worshipping, Jews wear a skull cap called a kippah. This is usually worn by men as a sign of respect to God.
 
Vocabulary: Shabbat, Kippah, Tenakh.

← Y2 Sp1 explores the 10 Commandments and covers basic knowledge about Judaism. 
→ Y2 Su2 explores the Synagogue and its features. 
	Question: Does visiting the synagogue help Jewish children feel closer to God?

Knowledge:
Jews believe that there is only one God, and he is sacred (Holy).
A synagogue is a place of worship within Judaism. It includes…
· Star of David – A six-pointed star and a symbol of Judaism. 
· Torah – first 5 books of the Jewish Holy Texts. Written in Hebrew.
· Yad – A special pointer used when reading the Torah.
· Ark – A large cupboard facing Jerusalem. It holds the Torah and is the holiest place in the synagogue.   
· Ner tamid – Hangs above the ark. It is a light that never goes out. It is a symbol that God is eternal or present.
· Bimah – This is a raised platform with a reading desk where the Torah is read. 
· Rabbi – A Jewish religious teacher. They lead services at the synagogue.
· Siddur – Prayer book.
· Mezuzah – small rectangular shaped box which can be found on the doorframe of Jewish people’s homes. It contains the Shema prayer which is a prayer for Jewish people to remember God. 

Vocabulary: Tanakh, Sefer Torah, Sofer. 

← Rec Su2 explored the Synagogue. Y2 Sp1 explores the 10 Commandments. Y2 Su2 explores Shabbat (day of rest).
→ Y4 A1 explores Shavuot (festival to mark giving the Torah and The Ten Commandments to Moses).

	Question: What do some deities tell Sanatanis about God?

Knowledge:
Sanatanis believe in a universal soul or God called Brahman. Brahman takes on many forms and is the supreme spirit which underpins everything. Sanatana Dharma is a monotheistic religion (one God). Brahman is one God in many forms.
Sanatanis believe that there is a part of Brahman in everyone and this is called the Atman.
Trimurti - "having three forms". This refers to the three main aspects of Brahman: Brahma, Vishnu, and Shiva.
Ganesha is one of the most easily identifiable Sanatani deities due to his large elephant head. He is known as the remover of obstacles and is very popular.
Lakshmi is one of the most popular deities and is known as the goddess of wealth and purity.
Sanatanis believe that Brahman can appear in many ways but is always the one supreme being. He is present in the Trimurti and all other deities.
Shiva and Parvati are believed to be parents to Ganesha. Due to him not realising Ganesha was his son, Shiva cut off his head so replaced it with the head of the nearest sleeping animal which was an elephant. He also granted Ganesha great wisdom and a power to remove any obstacles that come in the way of all people who truly worship him.
Lakshmi: Lakshmi is the goddess of wealth and good fortune. She is also the wife of Vishnu.

Vocabulary: Brahman, deity, Brahma, Vishu, Shiva, Trimurti, Ganesha, Lakshmi, Diwali/Divali.

← Previous learning on Sanatama Dharma has been during Nursery and Reception. Rama and Sita story covered in Rec Su2.
→ Considers deities within future Sanatama Dharma learning. Y5 Su2 and Y6 Su1 explores Brahman.
	Question: Has Christmas lost its true meaning?

Knowledge:
God chose a Jewish women called Mary, who was engaged to a carpenter named Joseph, to be the mother of his earthly son.
God sent angel Gabriel to ask Mary if she would be the son of God’s mother.
This is the Christian concept of ‘incarnation’: God becoming man or being “made flesh”.
Jesus was born in a stable in Bethlehem.
He was visited by people from different social classes. 
The Shepards learned of his birth first. 
The star led the wise men from a great distance to Jesus. This portrays to Christians that Jesus is the light of the world. The wise men chose gifts fit for royalty. 
Jesus was born in a stable because there was no room at the inn.

Vocabulary: Shepards, star, Wise men and their gifts, stable. 

← Understanding of Jesus’ crucifixion and resurrection (Y1 A2). Relate to Jesus’ importance within Christianity.
Nursery and Rec explored the Nativity story.
→ Jesus’ power to be able to perform miracles and his following. Y3 Sp2 considers how Easter may relate to current society. 
	Question: Could Jesus heal people? Did He perform miracles or was there some other explanation?

Knowledge:
The miracles in this enquiry are based on healing, rather than others which create e.g. food and drink. 
Incarnation – Jesus became man and lived among men and women. 
In the New Testament of the Bible, Jesus was said to have performed many miracles. 
Jesus uses saliva to heal the man born blind. 

Vocabulary: incarnation, disciples, miracles, Pharisee, Baths. 

← Y1 A2 and Y3 A2 explore the idea that Jesus was the son and God and was incarnated (God becoming man or being “made flesh”). 
→ Considering celebrations within Christianity and Jesus’ relation to them. Recognising celebrations today. 
	Question: What is 'good' about Good Friday?

Knowledge:
Salvation: the belief that Jesus’ death and resurrection saved humans and opened the way back to God for eternity. 
Holy Week:
Thu – “Maundy Thursday” when Jesus had his last supper with his disciples.
Fri – “Good Friday” when Christians commemorate the death of Jesus on the cross. 
Sat – Jesus lay in the tomb.
Sun – Jesus’ resurrection. 
How “Maundy Thursday” relates to the Christian sacrament of communion. 
Christians believe Jesus’ death on Good Friday was necessary to bring forth the resurrection on Easter Sunday. 

Vocabulary: incarnation, resurrection, crucifixion, communion. 

← Y3 A2 considered Christmas and whether it is celebrated differently now.  
→ Y4 A2 explores what is the most important part of the Christmas story and considering traditions and symbolism at Christmas. 
	Question: Does visiting the River Ganges make a person better Sanatani?

Knowledge:
This enquiry concentrates on Sanatani beliefs about the River Ganges and some of the practices which occur there.
The River Ganges is considered to be sacred and spiritually pure by believers although in reality it is not a clean river. Because of the purifying nature of the river, Sanatanis believe that any rituals performed on the banks of the Ganges or in its water will wash away impurity.
The Puranas (ancient Sanatani scriptures) say that taking a dip in the sacred river ‘bestows heavenly blessings’.
Many Sanatanis believe that bathing here will help them spiritually. It is also a place where the dead are cremated. Many Sanatanis believe that this will help them in their next life.

→ Y6 Su1 explores Brahman. 
	Question: What motivates Humanists to lead good lives?

Knowledge: 
How Humanists may live their life based on these key beliefs…
1. There is no evidence of God – science gives us answers.
2. We have one life and need to make the best of it.
3. It is our responsibility to treat humans fairly and positively. 
4. We need to take personal responsibility for our actions.
5. We have to potential to achieve great things.
6. Humanists value freedom, empathy, reason and human rights.
7. Humanists respect people’s rights to hold their own beliefs.
Most humanists do not believe in life after death. 

Vocabulary: Golden Rule “treat other people as you would like them to treat you”, Big Bang, Happy Human.

	Question: How does celebrating Shavuot help Jewish children feel closer to God?

Knowledge:
Shavuot is a festival 50 days after Passover. It is an important reminder of how the teachings in the Torah help Jews live their lives today.
Shavuot means ‘weeks’ and is also known as the Feast of Weeks. Shavuot has no fixed date and is the least celebrated of all Jewish festivals. 
Every year, on Shavuot, Jewish people gather in synagogues to hear the 10 Commandments being read.
Many years ago, Jewish people would harvest their first wheat and fruits. These would be taken to the Temple in a special basket to be blessed. This ritual is called Bikkurim. 
Jewish people celebrate with dairy treats like ice cream, reminding them that Jewish life is sweet and delicious.
Prayer is an important part of the Shavuot celebration, especially the Shema. This is found in Deuteronomy 6:4-9.

Vocabulary: Passover, Shavuot, Bikkurim, Mezuzah, Shema. 

← Y2 Sp1 explores the 10 Commandments. Y2 Su2 explores Shabbat (day of rest). May relate to other religions which use a feast to celebrate (Islam – end of Ramadan or The Last Supper in Christianity).
→ Y5 A1 explores Bar and Bat Mitzvah ceremonies. 
	Question: What is the most significant part of the nativity story for Christians today?

Knowledge:
Jesus was born in Bethlehem and Christian’s believe he was God’s son. 
Mary was the mother, and Joseph was engaged to her at the time. 
Christingle (an ornament made in Christian homes and churches around Christmas time). Elements of it and their significance: orange (the world), candle (Jesus is the light of the world), the red ribbon (goes all around the world – the orange – and is the colour of blood to remind Christians that Jesus died), the four cocktail sticks (four seasons), sweets (God’s gift to the world).

Vocabulary: incarnation, Christingle. 

← Y3 A2 explored current views on Christmas and how it is celebrated in society now.  
→ Y5 A2 explores how relevant the Christmas story is today in relation to it being celebrated. 
	Question: Does praying at regular intervals help Muslims in their everyday lives?

Knowledge:
Muslims pray at least 5 times a day, ranging from early morning to last thing at night. Prayer is saying thank you to God. 
Muslims want God for life and everything he has done, is doing and will do in their lives. 
Before praying, Muslims wash unclothed parts of their body and prepare their minds to be with Allah. Prayer can be done anywhere as long as it is a clean place.
Everyday worries should be put to one side during prayer as Allah deserves total respect. 

Vocabulary: Allah, Makkah, Ka’bah, Pilgrimage, Hajj

← Y1 A1 explores Allah and his importance in Islam. Y1 Su1 explores The Prophet Muhammad. Y1 Su2 explores the Qu’ran. 
→ Y4 Su2 introduces two of the 5 pillars and explores how Muslims may choose to live a good life.
	Question: Is forgiveness always possible for Christians?

Christians believe that Jesus is the son of God and came to Earth to save humans from their sins. 
Salvation – Jesus’ death and resurrection opened the way back to God and restored humanity’s relationship with him. 
Jesus forgave many people and was “without sin”. 
Jesus taught his disciples the Lord’s Prayer which asks God to grant the speaker forgiveness as they forgive others who have hurt them. 

Vocabulary: incarnation, gospel, disciples, lamb of God. 

← Y3 A2 explored the significance of the Nativity story in current society. Y4 A2 explored symbolism and importance of Christmas. 
→ Y4 Su1 explores forgiveness as part of being Christian and going to church. Y5 Su2 discusses Christian beliefs, and forgiveness is a large part of this. Y6 Sp1 considers forgiveness.
	Question: Do people need to go to church to show they are Christians?

Knowledge:
Jesus taught worship in the Bible and praying. 
Baptism is generally a celebration for babies, but some adults choose to be baptised later in life. 
Many Christians would choose to get married in a church. 
Churches have art or symbols that remind Christians of their beliefs or the life of Jesus. This can help the Christian focus. 
Consider the feelings a church may evoke, as well as what happens there. 

Vocabulary: sacraments, Communion/eucharist, Saints. 

← Y4 Sp2 explores forgiveness and the teachings from Jesus around this. 
→ Y5 Su2 builds on this by pulling together all learning about Christianity so far in its discussion about commitment to Christianity and through this, church attendance. 
	Question: What is the best way for a Muslim to lead a good life?

Knowledge:
Most Muslims believe they should live a good life, as life was given to them by Allah. 
Muslims believe that when they die their actions in this life will help decide what happens next. Muslims believe Allah is watching them all the time. All their good deeds and thoughts and words will be kept as a record. When they die, Allah will decide whether they’ve been good enough to go to heaven or not.
Two of the 5 pillars are explored in this enquiry as ways to live a good life: giving to the poor (Zakat/Zakah) and fasting during the month of Ramadan (Sawm/Saum). 
Other ways of living a good life include…
· reading and following the words of the Qur’an.  
· going to the Mosque regularly.  
· being honest and trying to help others.

Vocabulary: Allah, Zakat/Zakah, Sadaqah, Sawm/Saum, Ramadan. 

← Y1 A1 explores Allah and his importance in Islam. Y1 Su1 explores The Prophet Muhammad. Y1 Su2 explores the Qu’ran. Y4 Sp1 explores prayer to Allah.
→ Y5 Sp1 explores the 5 pillars of Islam.

	Question: What is the best way for a Jew to show commitment to God?

Knowledge:
Bar and Bat Mitzvah ceremonies mark becoming an adult for Jewish people.
Jewish belief is that the Torah was given to Moses by God. The teachings of the Torah influence all Jewish life as Jews are required to follow the 613 mitzvot (commandments or laws) which were expanded from the original 10 Commandments given to Moses. The Torah is written in Hebrew.  
Shabbat is celebrated both in the home and the synagogue and the main requirement is that no work should be attempted from sunset on Friday until sunset on Saturday.

Vocabulary: commitment, Jewish practices, rite of passage, Covenant, Kashrut/Kosher, Bar/Bat Mitzvah, Torah, Shabbat.

← Considers the Covenant (Y2 Sp1) and The Ten Commandments (Y2 Sp1, Y4 A1).
→ Developing an understanding of stories and laws within Judaism (Y6 A1).
	Question: Is the Christmas story true?

Knowledge:
The Bible records important events in the life of Jesus and the Gospels. 
The Gospels were most likely told and retold many times before they were written. Therefore, specific dates and times are unknown. 

Vocabulary: Gospels, Gospels ‘writers’, disciples, truth.  

← Relates to previous Christmas units (Y1 A2, Y3 A2, Y4 A2). 
→ Relate to future learning when considering whether other Christian stories or ideas are true. 
	Question: What is the best way for a Muslim to show commitment to God?

Knowledge:
Muslims show Allah that He is the most important thing to them. Doing this includes following the 5 pillars which are central to Muslim life.
1. Shahadah – ‘There is one God Allah and Muhammad is his prophet’. This is a statement which is repeated many times a day. It is said first thing in the morning, last thing at night and during each prayer.
2. Salat – prayer, 5 times a day. These prayers show that life revolves around God.
3. Zakat – Giving to charity. Muslims are encouraged to give 2.5% yearly savings to charity. This is usually organised through the local mosque. Zakat is seen as a duty.
4. Sawm – Fasting. During the month of Ramadan many Muslims will fast during the hours of daylight. This helps to develop self-discipline. It is challenging but this is deliberate as Muslims need to understand what it is like to be poor and hungry.
5. Hajj – Pilgrimage to Makkah in Saudi Arabia, once in a lifetime. This is to follow in the footsteps of the prophet Muhammad and remember some key events in the history of Islam.

Vocabulary: Allah, Qu’ran, Makkah, Akhirah, Mosque. 

← Y4 Su2 introduced two of the pillars of Islam - giving to the poor (Zakat/Zakah) and fasting during the month of Ramadan (Sawm/Saum).
→ Y6 A2 explores life after death (Akhirah).
	Question: How significant is it for Christians to believe that God intended Jesus to die?

Knowledge:
Christians believe that Jesus is the son of God, who came to Earth to save humans from their sins. 
Salvation – Jesus’ death and resurrection opened the way back to God and restored humanity’s relationship with him. 
The Bible cites many examples where Jesus says he knows he will be going to his death. 

Vocabulary: Pilate, Incarnation, disciples, crucifixion, Pharisee. 

← Y3 Sp2 discussed Holy Week. 
→ Y6 Sp2 relates to Christianity in society now and whether teachings are relevant and informing how Christians live their lives.
	Question: What is the best way for a Sanatani to show commitment to God?

Knowledge:
Sanatanis believe in Brahman as the one true God who is formless, limitless, all-inclusive, and eternal. This enquiry introduces the following aspects of Sanatani belief – Puja, Gayatri Mantra, Vedas, The four goals - (purusharthas) - Dharma (teaching)
Puja
· Worship can be performed alone at home or in a mandir/temple with others.
· Offerings are always given to God.
Vedas
· The Vedas are the oldest of the Sanatani holy books.
· Veda means knowledge.
· The Vedas include laws covering many aspects of life.
The four goals - (purusharthas)
For many Sanatanis there are four goals in human life (purusharthas); namely
· Moksha - the release of the soul (Atman) from the cycle of rebirth.
· Dharma - the code for leading your life – including duties.
· Artha – Being prosperous legally – this includes earning money through doing a job beneficial to others. Earning wealth benefits the community as well as self.
· Karma- this includes desire and a passion for life.

Vocabulary: Puja, Gayatri Mantra, Vedas, Purushartha, Dharma, Pilgrimage.

← Y3 A1 explored Brahman. 
→ Y6 Su2 explored Brahman and analyses the concept. 
	Question: What is the best way for a Christian to show commitment to God?

Knowledge:
10 Commandments from the Old Testament of the Bible.
Jesus’ commandments to love your God and love your neighbour. 
Jesus did not change or disregard the original Commandments. He made it easier to understand in that the first 3 Commandments are about loving God and the last 7 are about loving your neighbour.
Many Christians will choose to be confirmed (received into the church as an adult) and in this ceremony the gifts of the Holy Spirit are prayed to be conferred on them. 

Vocabulary: 10 Commandments, Gifts of the Spirit, Prayer, The Lord’s Prayer. 

← Y2 A1 discusses Jesus ‘summing up’ the 10 Commandments into two commandments. Y2 Sp1 and Y2 Su1 explores the 10 Commandments in relation to Judaism. 
→ Considering eternity within Y6 Sp1.

Knowledge:
There are different groups or dominations with Judaism. This means that even though they identify with belonging to the same group, they may have differing ideals, morals or views. These groups are Orthodox, Haredi, Masorti, Reform and Liberal. 
Shabbat is celebrated both in the home and the synagogue and the main requirement is that no work should be attempted from sunset on Friday until sunset on Saturday.
The Talmud is another very important Jewish book that helps people understand how to practice their religion. It includes stories, discussions and ideas from wise teachers who lived a long time ago. They talked about how to follow the rules and ideas found in the Torah. The Talmud is like a guidebook that helps Jewish people learn about their faith and make good choices in their lives. The Talmud is over 6,200 pages long. It is written in Hebrew and Aramaic and is the basis for all codes of Jewish Law. 
Kashrut: Food laws. These rules are contained within the mitzvot (613 laws or commandments) which can be found in the Torah. Following these food laws shows obedience to God and self-control. Food that is allowed is called kosher (more information on Jigsaw).

Vocabulary: Orthodox, Reform, Shabbat/Sabbath, Tenakh, Torah, Talmud.

← Shabbat is explored in Y5 A1 and Y2 Su2. Previous learning on Bar/Bat Mitzvahs in Y5 A1.
→ Preparing for secondary education around Judaism. Consider other religions that follow laws about food. 
	Question: Does belief in Akhirah (life after death) help Muslims lead a good life?

Knowledge:
Muslims believe that when you die there is a judgment day. Allah will decide on your next step after looking at the evidence collected during your life. The evidence is collected by 2 angels who record your thoughts, words and deeds. This belief should mean that Muslims try to do the right thing. Allah will be fair and just, so your afterlife should be what you deserve.
Muslims can live a good life by: 
· asking Allah for forgiveness 
· doing good deeds, 
· praying regularly
· fasting during Ramadan 
· giving to those in need
The enquiry also looks at Jihad and some different interpretations of it.

Vocabulary: Allah, Qur’an, Akhirah, Jihad, Interpretation, Hadith. 

← Y5 Sp1 explores the 5 pillars of Islam. 
→ Relate to Y6 Sp2 which considers life after death within Christianity. 
	Question: Is anything ever eternal?

Knowledge:
Christians believe that God’s love for humankind is eternal in that God will never stop loving humanity. God will always forgive them.
Jesus taught the concept of heaven: “I go to prepare a place for you”.
Christians believe it is Jesus’ sacrifice of salvation that makes a forgiven sinner perfect in the eyes of God. They can enter heaven where they can live an eternal life, being loved and loved by God. 

Vocabulary: Agape (love), Messiah.

← Relates to Y4 Sp2 when considering forgiveness and Agape. 
→ Preparing to complete RE learning within primary education. Y6 Sp2 consolidates all Christianity learning. 
	Question: Is Christianity still a strong religion over 2000 years after Jesus was on Earth?

Knowledge:
Christian concepts such as lent, Strove Tuesday, Ash Wednesday are all aspects of Christian preparation for Easter. Advent is the preparation for Christmas.
Christian charities can demonstrate Jesus’ teaching to love your neighbour. 
There are countries where people are persecuted for being Christians and Christians suffer if they stand up for their beliefs. 

Vocabulary: Agape, Harvest, Fish symbol. 

← Considering the ideas of eternity in Y6 Sp1 and commitment Y5 Su2. 
→ Preparing for secondary school teachings of Christianity and consolidating all prior knowledge.
	Question: How can Brahman be everywhere and in everything?

Knowledge:
Sanatanis believe in a universal soul or God called Brahman and that there is a part of Brahman in everyone and this is called the Atman.
Atman: The atman is translated into English as the eternal self, spirit, essence, soul, or breath. It is the true self which moves on after death or becomes part of Brahman (the force underlying all things).  
The final stage of moksha (liberation) is the understanding that your atman is, in fact, Brahman. 
Trimurti: a term meaning "having three forms," refers to the three main aspects of Brahman. 

Vocabulary: Atman, Trimurti (Brahma: creator, Vishnu: preserver, Shiva: destroyer). 

← Y3 A1 explored Atman and previous units have all covered Brahman. 
→ Preparing for secondary school teachings of Sanatana Dharma and consolidating all prior knowledge.
	Question: How do inspirational people impact on how Humanists live today?

Knowledge:
How Humanists may live their life based on these key beliefs…
1. There is no evidence of God – science gives us answers.
2. We have one life and need to make the best of it.
3. It is our responsibility to treat humans fairly and positively. 
4. We need to take personal responsibility for our actions.
5. We have to potential to achieve great things.
